Global Barnyard which wrapped up at the Synod
Assembly in early June. Over $25,000was collected as

those involved worked to live up to the Gospel Call to

feed the hungry. So what might those funds buy?

-20 Cows ($500 each)

-15 Schools of Fish ($250 each)

-40 Sheep ($125 each)

-40 Goats ($50 each)

-50 Pigs  ($30 each)

-50 Ducks ($20 each)

-1,750 Chickens ($10 for 10 chicks)

This offering is a gift of faith. Itis part of our Christian
connectedness to brothers and sisters around the world.

How was $25,000 collected? At First Lutheran in
Fessenden, the congregation had collected $1,000. Pastof
Shirley Teske challenged the congregation to see if they
could increase that amount and they did, bringing $2,200
to the synod assembly. Pastor Mary Peterson, of
Scranton, challenged the congregations she serves to see
which group could gather the most weight in coins--the
Sunday School children, the confirmation students, or
the adults. It resulted in a run on pennies at the local
back and over $1,000 being collected.

Not only will people be fed, but fertilizer will be
provided for gardens and fiber will be provided for
clothing. This event also shows what we, as ELCA
Lutheran Churches in Western North Dakota, can do
together in Christ's name. Together we have the ability
to make a difference for the sake of the Gospel!
